To check the status of a tree planting or tree trimming request, call or email the appropriate Ward office about two weeks after the request.  Tree planting only occurs in the Spring and in the Fall on a first-come (requested) first-served basis.   Tree trimming lag time could be up to eight weeks during peak season.
Note that tree requests for residences should typically be made by the owner of the building.  Chambers of Commerce may initiate tree requests for the businesses that they serve.  Interested citizens may also initiate tree requests in those situations in which an absentee landlord is not properly taking care of their property.

	Buckeye
	cluster of white flowers

	Horsechestnut
	cluster of white flowers

	Black Alder
	persistent nutlets

	Serviceberry
	white flowers, red berries wildlife food, understory tree

	River Birch
	exfoliating bark (needs wide parkway)

	Hornbeam
	Columnar shape, understory

	Catalpa
	cluster of white fragrant flowers, big leaves, cigar like capsules

	Hackberry
	Fast growing, broadly globose crown, lustrous green leaves

	Katsuratree
	Emerging red leaves turn to blusih green, good fall color

	Redbud
	small pinkish-purplish flowers, understory tree

	Dogwood
	white petalled flowers, understory

	* Turkish Filbert
	corky bark

	Hawthorn
	small white flowers, red berries wildlife food, understory tree

	Ginkgo
	fan shaped leaves

	Honeylocust
	small leaves

	Kentucky Coffeetree
	Very hardy tree, fruit pods, looks like a big twig when young

	Sweetgum
	star shaped leaf, spiny ball-like fruit, fall color

	* Dawn Redwood
	Deciduous (but looks like evergreen), fine leaves, single straight trunk

	Ironwood
	A slow growing tree, with very hard wood

	Corktree
	corky bark, fall color, fruit persists over winter

	Plane Tree
	large Maple-like leaves, mottled bark

	Poplar
	fast growing, strong central leader

	Chokecherry
	white flowers, emerging green leaves turn purple, ornamental

	Pear
	white flowers, ornamental, fall color

	Oak
	acorns, leaves persists over winter, brown fall color, slow grower

	Black Locust
	white fragrant flowers, bluish-green leaves

	Pagodatree
	small creamy white-yellow fragrant flowers

	Mountain Ash
	white clusters of flowers, orange berries

	*Tree Lilac
	showy white flowers, ornamental

	Bald Cypress
	Deciduous (but looks like evergreen), fine leaves, single straight trunk

	Linden
	small white bell-shaped flowers, fragrant

	Elm
	Hybrid, shade tree

	Zelkova
	similar to an Elm, fall color
